Project:  The Industrial Revolution.

You are each going to be assigned an inventor.  You are to research the inventor and their invention(s).  You are to make a poster of the inventor and invention or inventions (in the case of a person who made multiple inventions, do 2).  On the poster you should include an image of the inventor, a hand drawn image of the invention(s) – I’m not grading you on artistic ability, but you cannot just paste a picture on the poster from the internet, do your best. Also, you should know what the invention was used for.  Who was the desired target of this invention?  What was new about it?  Why was it invented?  When was it invented?  Where and when was your inventor born?  Where did they live?  What was their life like?  Why did they invent the item they invented?  Something interesting about the person and/or the invention.  
You are not limited in your choice of inventor to just the time period of the industrial revolution.  I will have a list of inventions and inventors to choose from.  (If you pick a famous inventor/invention, please don’t tell me that there was “no information anywhere online or in books, at all” about this person or thing.  I can guarantee that there’s something out there for you to find)

Do not use Wiki answers, Yahoo answers, Google answers, KGB, Cha Cha, answers.com etc., to look up information.  Most of the time this information will be incomplete at best, completely wrong at worst.  

The 2nd part of this project is an oral presentation.  You will present your inventor and invention to the class.  You should talk for a MINIMUM of 10 minutes.  Present the information that you have on your poster.  Answer the questions above.  Find out some interesting facts about your inventor and invention.  

Creativity counts.  Make your poster as bright, colorful, and interesting as possible.  You should have facts and pictures.  Remember, a poster should be mostly pictures with a few sentences to explain them.
